effective from 13 until 26 January 2021 
in order to curb the spread of Covid-19 
virus. 

 
2. Kindly be informed that, Pasir Gudang 

Port and Port of Tanjung Pelepas 
including private jetties will operate as 
usual.  

 

 

3. Notwithstanding the above, in 
accordance to the order, all foreign 
tourists and visitors are not permitted 
entry at all ferry terminals.
